MEDICATION INTERVENTIONS 
Antidepressant medications 
Strong research supports the use of the 
selective serotonin reuptake inhibitors 
fluoxetine, paroxetine, or sertraline and the 
serotonin norepinephrine reuptake inhibitor 
venlafaxine as prescribed by your doctor

Alpha-blocker medications
Prazosin is approved for use as an adjunct 
to antidepressant medications to help 
reduce or control nightmares

EVIDENCE-BASED PSYCHOTHERAPIES  
OR COUNSELING 
Trauma-focused cognitive therapies that include the following components 

Anxiety Management 
Techniques
Involves learning and 
practicing techniques 
including meditation, 
progressive muscle relaxation 
or deep breathing exercises 
which lower anxiety or feelings 
of stress

Cognitive Restructuring 
Involves identifying and 
changing troublesome thinking 
patterns and beliefs

Exposure Therapy 
Involves thinking about or  
being in situations which  
trigger feelings of anxiety
